Youth Team Tournament Selection Criteria

The youth must have the desire to be on the team and have a legal guardian willing to go with the youth.

They must realize once entries are made they are committed to follow through and support the team, just like in any team sport.

EVERY TEAM MEMBER IS IMPORTANT!!! Last minute withdrawal could lead to that member to pay a financial reimbursement to the IjPHC’s Treasury, unless a alternate is already in place and signed in and then the finances will go to that replacement rider / horse to attend the World Show.

1. The youth must be active, paid in full member of the IJPHC in good standing.

2. The Youth must have shown in four of the eight weekend shows of Illinois Paint Horse Association of the previous year and the first show of the New Year.*Injuries to horse or rider will be taken into consideration.

3. The Youth desiring to be on the Y.T.T. should be an active participating member of the club, and must attempt to attend all of the youth meetings. If there is an emergency or a valid excuse for not attending the youth meetings, the youth should notify the advisor if he/she is unable to attend. Several members of our youth club are under the age of sixteen. Several of those are over sixteen, and have parents that would not let their child drive three hours to a meeting on highways by them selves. Youth members that can’t get to meetings because parents are at work should not be penalized for their absence; however, they should attempt to be at 50% of the meetings. But all effort should be made by each family to try to get their Youth to attend as many meetings as possible especially if they are on Y.T.T.

4. The Youth should participate in ALL fundraising activities to support the youth club.

5.  The selection of the Youth representatives in the Y.T.T. showmanship and riding classes will be determined by the previous year end show results and the April show of the New Year. The May Show of the New Year is to late because entries are to be postmarked by May first of current year.

6. If a Youth is leading in several classes, that youth may select the one class he/she wishes most to exhibit in. If no one wishes to exhibit in another class that same Youth may have the chance to exhibit in two performance Y.T.T. classes, and / or be back up representatives #3, and /or  #4. There will be “Open Discussion” on who will determine who is First, and Second, and alternates Third, and Fourth. This is not a popularity contest. This is who will best represent your state! The selection on Team members for Hippology and Knowledge Relay will be determined by youth that have previously participated in such events or has had training in such events through F.F.A. or 4-H, etc. If more than nine volunteer to participate, each Youth will give a short speech, including their credentials as to why we should vote for them to be on those divisions of the team. An IjPHC vote will determine the nine.

7. In the event that there are no youth showing interest in a given class that exhibited the previous year, special consideration will be given to first year exhibitors so that a team would compete in the Y.T.T. at the A.P.H.A. World Show.

8. All Youth Team Tournament participants should join in and proudly walk in the parade of States. If for some reason a team member can not walk in the parade, he / she must have a valid reason with a written excuse from the youth’s guardian presented to the youth Advisor or  and hour before parade time.

9. And lastly, if an Illinois Youth Team Tournament member can not fulfill his/her obligation, he/she must pay back the youth club for their stall fee, and  parade shirt, etc.
